As part of Weedbuster Week the Fern Tree Bushcare Group and the Hobart City Council
are collecting data on all the weeds in the Fern Tree area to produce the Fern Tree Weed
Map. Using Fern Tree Weed Map data, weed densities and locations will be assessed
with an aim to come up with an achievable, strategic approach for the Fern Tree Bushcare
group, the Hobart City Council and residents to work together on prioritised removal of
berry-producing holly, cherry laurel trees and other problem weeds.

“Weeds don’t recognise boundaries” said the Acting Fern Tree Bushcare Group
Convenor, Bruce Wilson “it can be highly frustrating for Hobart’s Bushcare groups
working away at protecting the natural values of our public reserves to see the source of
the weed infestation across a fence, knowing that as they remove the weeds there is a
high chance the space created will be reoccupied by the same weed”.
